People knew that the seeds of cacao beans were useful hundreds of years
ago.

The leaves and the flowers of a cacao
tree helped to treat burns and cuts. Early Central Americans and Mexicans also
used the seeds from a cacao tree to make a drink that tasted bitter, not sweet.
Only important people could drink it. The word for "chocolate" in almost every
language comes from its name in the language of Indians who lived in Mexico.
Later on, a drink from the seeds of a cacao tree became sweeter and today we
call it hot chocolate. Spanish explorers liked that drink a lot and they brought it
from North America to Spain.

Today, chocolate bars are not healthy. They have milk and sugar. There is
also white chocolate which is not chocolate at all because it’s only milk mixed
with lots of sugar. White chocolate is not good for you because sugar adds
calories to a chocolate bar.
